His Memoirs, TransAtlantic Man and Global Citizen, contain fine pen portraits of Blair, George W. Bush, Castro, Churchill, De Gaulle, Gorbachev, Kennedy, Nixon, Pinochet and Mandela. As a young man, he had exposure to Nazi death camps and was a prisoner of the Russians. The trans-Atlantic leitmotif of his career began with his education at Cambridge and at Yale.
