It will include the AGM on March 26, with Sir Robert Atkins MEP as speaker, and, in May, after the general election, a talk on the Lisbon Treaty and its implementation by an authorative representative of the European Commission. They could come for the lecture only, at a cost of £2 for non-members, payable at the door.

We look forward to seeing many members at this meeting.
